The Influence of "Western Music" on Bulgarian Youth in the 1970s and 1980s
in the Archives of the State Security

According to the views of the authorities at the time, the building of a developed
socialist society requires "liberation from the individualism and egoism of the
past." Integrating young people into this matrix challenges the party and state
power, as well as the law enforcement agencies. In the documents of the State
Security from the period, hooliganism is characterized as the initial phase and the
mildest form of ideological indoctrination of young people in a reactionary spirit.
This reveals the role of "Western strategists” who direct youth towards the
"deformed passions of an easy and comfortable life, sex and drinks, ‘freedom’ and
loud music."

It should be clarified that the term "Western music," used during the period and
reflected in the documents of the Bulgarian security services, broadly
encompasses any musical work that is "unacceptable™ according to the norms of
communist morality and aesthetics. The services register that many young people
are influenced by the "decadent Western music," associate their entire existence
with it, and become completely indifferent to their surroundings. On the other
hand, among the Bulgarian youth of the period, there is an opinion that the rulers
are more demanding of them than they should be. The ban on young men wearing
long hair and sideburns, and young women wearing short skirts and free
hairstyles, is excessive and exists only in our country.

The study examines the strategies and methods employed by the communist
state's security apparatus to monitor, control, and curb the influence of "Western
music" on Bulgarian youth during the 1970s and 1980s. It analyzes the ideological
underpinnings behind these efforts, as well as the perceptions and reactions of
young people to the state's restrictive policies. The research draws on declassified
documents from the archives of the former State Security to provide insights into
the complex interplay between cultural globalization, youth subcultures, and the
authoritarian regime's attempts to maintain ideological hegemony. This academic
work contributes to the historiography of communist-era youth culture and the
role of popular music in shaping societal transformations in Eastern Europe.

The Documentation Branch in the Work of Bulgarian Foreign Intelligence (1962
- 1989)

The information war is an integral part of the activities of any modern intelligence
service. At the end of 1962, within the "Information" department of the First
Directorate of the State Security, a branch of active and disinformation measures
was created, also known as Service "B", and in 1966 on the basis of this service,
Department VIII was established. The Documentation Branch is an auxiliary unit
in the system of this department, which directly assists and accounts for the work
on the implementation and execution of active measures. Through the residencies,
the branch is supplied with samples of various documents and written materials
from the countries under development, on the basis of which the documents
necessary for the implementation of the active measures are reworked. It is
responsible for the material provision with copying equipment and accounts for
the equipment at the Secretariat of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the First Main
Directorate of the State Security, the Foreign Intelligence Directorate of the State
Security, and the "G. Dimitrov" School. Since the early 1980s, the branch has



started purchasing modern equipment from the Western market. In 1989, the
purchase of two computers was initiated.

At the end of the period under consideration, the Documentation Branch is faced
with a number of problems that have accumulated over the years. Among the most
serious, the lack of staffing and, accordingly, technical equipment can be
highlighted. From the reviewed and used documents, it is not clear that during the
period there has been a decrypted Bulgarian documentary measure as a result of
an expert examination of authenticity or other features, which in itself gives a
positive attestation of the efforts of the Bulgarian intelligence in this aspect of its
activity.

Methodological Provision of Access to Archives — A Prerequisite for the
Practical Utilization of Documentary Resources

This paper aims to propose a sample guideline for working with a specific type of
documents in order to facilitate non-specialists (students, researchers, and the
interested public) who lack specialized knowledge in using archival materials.
The methodological provision of access to documentary resources is an essential
prerequisite for the practical consumption of diverse and often specialized
information collections. Therefore, it is necessary to develop such manuals that
orient users and familiarize them with the existing regulatory framework
governing the relevant processes and activities, as well as the procedures for
accessing archives.

In this particular case, the study examines the possibilities for utilizing
documentary sources from which data on the Bulgarian anthroponymic system
can be extracted, based on the author's participation in a project dedicated to this
topic. Without any claims to significant innovation, the proposed guide is



considered suitable for instructing students in working with public archival
resources, and more broadly, it could expand the administrative culture of citizens
in general.

The paper emphasizes the importance of developing methodological tools that
enable wider access and effective use of archival materials. By facilitating non-
specialist users, this approach contributes to the democratization of access to
documentary heritage and promotes the practical application of diverse archival
collections. The study underscores the role of archival institutions in cultivating
user-friendly practices and fostering a culture of active engagement with primary
sources among the general public, students, and researchers.

The 'Hristo Botev' Enemy Radio Station and its Propaganda during the Cold
War

The information on the so-called "enemy" radio station "Hristo Botev" is
scarce. The Bulgarian security services characterize it as a representative of the
so-called "black propaganda". Through the direction-finding of the broadcasts of
the "Goryanin" and "Hristo Botev" radio stations, it was established that they were
transmitting from the same radio broadcasting center, located about 20 km
northeast of the center of Athens. The center itself is legendized as an American
radar station, and it regularly broadcasts programs in Russian, Bulgarian,
Romanian, and Albanian on behalf of the illegal radio stations "Goryanin",
"Hristo Botev", "Future Romania" and "Socialist Albania". The radio station
claims to be broadcasting from Bulgaria, and that through it "awakened"
communists want to carry out a peaceful revolution in Bulgaria to avoid
bloodshed, similar to the Hungarian events.

According to the data of the Second and Third Departments of the State
Security, the enemy radio stations "Hristo Botev" and "Goryanin" do not enjoy
authority among the "hostile elements of the former bourgeoisie and bourgeois
intelligentsia". The latter listen to English, French, German and American stations
in foreign languages, from where they draw information, which they then
disseminate among themselves.

The "Hristo Botev" radio station last broadcast on July 30, 1962, and after
August 9, "Goryanin" also ceased its broadcasts. The State Security cannot
specify the exact reason for the cessation of broadcasts of the two radio stations
and continues to monitor the airwaves, and the surveillance of the radio center in
Greece has not been lifted. Over the next two years, the number of antennas at the
facility was increased, but the "Hristo Botev" and "Goryanin" radio stations have
finally fallen silent.

Pencho Peltekov and the Bulgarian Political Emigration in Canada

The article examines the life and work of Pencho Peltekov (1920-2003) — a
prominent representative of the Bulgarian political emigration in Canada after
World War II. Among the main research questions are biographical data on
Peltekov and his emigration to Canada in 1951; his active participation in the
Bulgarian National Front (BNF) and attempts to unite the two wings of the
organization; his activity as editor of "Svoboda" magazine (1970-2003) — the main
print organ of the BNF; his role in informing Western public opinion about the
situation in Bulgaria under the communist regime; His contribution to maintaining
Bulgarian national consciousness among emigrants and the struggle against
communist rule.

The study is based on archival documents from Peltekov's personal collection,
kept in the Bulgarian Historical Archive at the Bulgarian National Library. It sheds
light on little-known aspects of the activities of Bulgarian political emigration in
North America during the second half of the 20th century.

In the Footsteps of a Difficult Beginning. Prof. Todor Borov as the First Head of
the Department of Archival Studies at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski"

This article examines the role of Professor Todor Borov in establishing and
developing the first Department of Archival Studies and the corresponding
specialty at Sofia State University in the 1950s. Based on archival documents, it
analyzes Borov's efforts to overcome initial challenges such as lack of qualified
teaching staff and limited student enrollment. The study reveals that despite his
primary focus on library science, Borov made significant contributions as the first
head of the Archival Studies department. He proposed solutions to staffing issues,
curriculum development, and advocated for sending specialists to train in the
Soviet Union. The article concludes that while Borov's passion lay in bibliography
and library science, his efforts were crucial in laying the foundations for archival
education in Bulgaria during this formative period.
