The topic of relations between Bulgaria and Israel in the period 1948-1990 is a natural
continuation of the topic of relations between Bulgarians and Jews, but set within the
international context of the Cold War. For this reason, the good traditions of peaceful and
tolerant coexistence and historical proximity are constantly mixed in bilateral contacts with the
state-political challenges of the bloc confrontation on both sides of the Iron Curtain.

The establishment of an independent Jewish state in 1948 was welcomed by the People's
Republic of Bulgaria (PRB), which had already moved towards a Soviet model of government.
At this point, Bulgarians' sympathy for Jews and for Israel coincided with the official Soviet
position of recognition and support for the new state. This initially gave impetus to good
interstate and diplomatic relations. The dynamic picture of confrontations between the two
superpowers, the US and the USSR, would lead to a break in official ties between the two
countries in 1967, but only as a consequence of big politics, not a bilateral problem. The large
and compact Bulgarian Jewish community in Israel became a "mediator" and "warm link"
between the Bulgarian and Israeli people, and often it would be the only intermediary between
them, either in a private capacity or as an employee of the intelligence services of both
countries. Even in the absence of diplomatic relations, Bulgaria and Israel maintained channels
of communication and good tone, helped by the positive attitude of the Communist authorities
in Sofia towards the remaining Jews in the country. During the Cold War period, although
following Soviet directives and policies, Bulgaria continued the tradition and behavior of a
tolerant state towards Jews, did not pursue an open or harsh anti-Semitic policy, and in this
respect distinguished itself from the other Eastern European countries, just as it distinguished
itself from them during the Holocaust. With the collapse of the communist regimes in Eastern
Europe, conditions were ripe for a resumption of relations with Israel, and in 1990 the PRB
formally re-established ties with the Jewish state. This justifies the chronological limits of this
work — 1948-1990 . The introductory part reviews the period from the Liberation, through
Bulgaria's wars of national unification, World War I1, and the initial period of the Fatherland
Front government 1944-1948. This overview helps to understand the historical roots of

Bulgarian-Jewish ties.



Quite new and unknown is the topic of Bulgarian Jews after 1944 - those who left the
country and made aliyah to the newly created state of Israel, and those who left to live and build
a socialist Bulgaria. The question of the development of relations between the PRB and Israel

is also unexplored.

The present work fills a gap in the historiography. It aims not to close but to open up the
debate on the subject and to stimulate new research that complements, enriches and builds on
the foundations it has laid. For the research, documents from the Central State Archive of the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Diplomatic Archive of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Archive
of the Commission for the Disclosure of Documents and Announing Affiliation of Bulgarian
Citizens to the State Security and Intelligence Services of the Bulgarian National Army (also
known as the Commission on the Files, or Comdos), the Central Zionist Archive in Jerusalem,
and a number of documentary collections were used. A particularly valuable source is the
newspaper "Evreiski vesti” (Jewish News), which expresses the living pulse of the Jewish
community in the PRB, as well as the academic publication “Godishnik” (Yearbook) of the
Jewish Organization, which reflects the academic issues of concern to the community.

The first chapter of the book aims to provide the Bulgarian reader with a historical
overview of the history of the State of Israel. It is necessary in order to give the context and
understanding of the relations of the Jewish state with other countries, including Bulgaria. The
chapter is structured chronologically, following the logic of the main events that marked the
course of the young state: its establishment in 1948 and the War of Independence; the Suez
Crisis of 1956; the Six-Day War of 1967; the Yom Kippur War of 1973; Israel's Operation
Peace for Galilee in Lebanon in 1982. The exposition follows the works of world-renowned
scholars of Israel's history. The authors who have written on this subject are numerous, but
since it is not the leading one in this study, it is traced through the prism of a few of the best of
them.

The second chapter aims to give a thorough overview of the historical roots of the
relations between Bulgarians and Jews, with an emphasis on the period of the Second World
War, the act of the salvation of the entire Jewish community within the borders of the kingdom
and the deportation of the Jews from the "new lands". It is only in this context that the specifics
of the subsequent development - the state of the Jewish community in the first post-war years,
and further on the more important moments in the history of relations between the two peoples
and the two states - the PRB and the State of Israel - can be understood. An important aim of

the study is to highlight the connections of the Bulgarian Jewish community with the World



Jewish Congress, and after their suspension - the consequences of their absence. Among the
main objectives of this chapter is to reveal the role of the intelligence services of both countries,
as they played a leading role during the Cold War, and were the main source of intelligence and
information. Usually, diplomatic archives take the lead in examining bilateral interstate
relations, but in this case there are specifics. In the early years of its establishment, the State of
Israel was fully occupied with its military defense, recognition, and buildup, and the visits of
its leaders were mainly to the United States and countries with a crucial role in these processes.
Bulgaria is not a priority, there are no high-level reciprocal visits or special issues outside the
aliyah and the international context in which Bulgaria follows Moscow's Middle East policy.
The exception is the incident of the downed Israeli passenger plane in 1955, a case that was
also resolved through international mediation. For this reason, the MFA archives are dominated
by documents on cultural events, visits by artists, art and sports groups, and other activities
related to local organizations of Bulgarian Jews in Israel. The bulk of the documents in the
present study are from the archives of the communist State Security and Intelligence Services,
since most of the political and intelligence information passed through them, and after the break
in diplomatic relations in 1967 they also became a major tool for operational activity,
surveillance, intelligence acquisition and analysis.

Last but not least, the aim of the study is to trace the organization of the Jews in the
PRB, its activities and transformation. The endeavour is thus to cover all the main aspects of
the specific relations between Bulgaria and Israel in the period in question, in which the role of
Bulgarian Jews in both countries was of paramount importance.

The study is based almost entirely on archival and documentary evidence, newspapers
and magazines, memoirs and other primary sources, which form an overall picture of the
relations between Bulgaria and Israel in the period.

For easier orientation in the temporal parameters, the text of the book is accompanied
by a chronology of important dates in the history of the State of Israel, summarized information
about the state-political structure and the main institutions, as well as selected interesting facts

from the present.

The article examines the conceptual elements of Antisemitism in Bulgaria today as well as
the ways in which those concepts are communicated linguistically and visually. It aims to
provide an insight into different aspects of Antisemitism — from direct manifestations to
attempts for rewriting or distorting the history of the Bulgarian Jews. IHRA definition is used,
including the examples provided alongside it, for the identification of antisemitic posts and
activities. However, IHRA’s definition is being expanded with further categories such as
classical stereotypes (power, greed, etc.) and more contemporary attributions (Israel-related
antisemitism such as instrumentalisation of the Holocaust, Nazi analogy, denial of Israel’s right
to exist). A short historical overview of the Jews in the modern Bulgarian state is also provided.

This article aims at examining the policy of the Bulgarian Communist Party (BCP)
towards the three main religious communities in Bulgaria — the Christian, Muslim and Jewish
one - a policy that was realized on the basis of Marxist-Leninist theory on religion, which
rejected any religious understanding of the world, and advocated the imposition of atheism. For
that reason, the regime introduced a series of repressive, legal and administrative, measures,
against all religious institutions and their leaders, restricting or undermining their power and
functions, and punishing public manifestations of religious belonging by the citizens.
Chronologically, the article covers the period from the coming to power of BCP in September
1944 (as the dominant force in the Fatherland Front), until its fall in the autumn of 1989;
revealing any differences in the regime’s policies and understanding of the religious

communities in separate sub-periods.

The article examines the border regime in the People’s Republic of Bulgaria after 1946 and
the methods and means of border surveillance and control. The protection of the Bulgarian state
borders is particularly important because the Bulgarian-Greek, Bulgarian-Turkish and
Bulgarian-Yugoslav borders are external borders of the Warsaw Pact and attempts to illegally
cross them affect the entire Eastern Bloc.

As a result of different factors and combined efforts, the Bulgarian Jewish community
fully survived World War Il. Nevertheless, in 1948, 90% of the Jews left the country and went
to Israel. Those who remained in Communist Bulgaria had to face difficult dilemmas
concerning their identity. On the one hand, they were ideologically Communists, participating
actively in the construction of the new regime, on the other, they had to follow a policy which
was often not in favor of Israel — a reality that generated conflicting feelings in many of them.
This contribution is based on archival materials and aims to examine the challenges before the
Bulgarian Jews in the first post-World War Il years and their relations with the first

governments dominated by the Communists.

In 1981, on the occasion of the 1300th anniversary of the establishment of the Bulgarian
state, the communist leadership of the country prepared a program that included a series of
grandiose celebrations. A special place in the program was occupied by a series of plans for the
construction of works of monumental art that would express the content of this anniversary —
an idea formulated in 1981 by a group of architects, sculptors, artists and historians.

The World Jewish Congress was founded in Geneva in the summer of 1932 with the main
goal of supporting and uniting the Jewish diaspora. The Second World War interrupted the
activities of the Congress and only after its end did it resume its work. However, the problems
were enormous. European Jewry had to deal with the consequences of mass extermination,
destruction and plunder. The idea of founding and strengthening an independent Jewish state
also came to the fore. The WJC turned its attention to the surviving Jewish communities and
tried to calculate the losses caused to them during the war. The article examines the contacts of
the Bulgarian Jewish community with the WJC and their role in Bulgaria's exit from

international isolation on the eve of the signing of the Paris Peace Treaty.

Bulgarian-Israeli official contacts in the period from the founding of the State of Israel to
the restoration of diplomatic relations interrupted in 1967 by the People's Republic of Bulgaria
were conditioned by the uneven course of Soviet-Israeli relations. There is no way to understand
Bulgaria's policy towards Israel if we do not know the dynamics of contacts between Moscow
and the Jewish state. This is due to the fact that throughout the period under consideration
Bulgaria was the closest and most loyal satellite of the USSR, as well as an active participant
in the Eastern Bloc and the Warsaw Pact. The policy towards Jews in the People's Republic of
Bulgaria has its own specifics, due to the historical peculiarities of relations between Bulgarians
and Jews, but in general, especially at the official level, it does not differ from the line pursued
by Moscow. These issues are the subject of research in this article.

With the emergence of the state of Israel in 1948, the Bulgarian services took up the task of
introducing their agents there. The country was particularly convenient for the creation of an
intelligence base, since the mass emigration of Jews from Bulgaria provided an opportunity to
create an agent network without arousing any particular suspicion. Bulgarian Jews successfully
integrated themselves into both the Bulgarian State Security and the Israeli intelligence
services. Some of them were driven by patriotic motives, while others were driven by selfish
and financial ones. This article examines the problem of their integration into the intelligence
services of both countries and their activities during the sixth decade of the 20th century, which

was full of international tension.

The main thesis that the article advances is that tolerance as a social model, and also as
a model in human relations, cannot be one-sided, but is always mutual in order to work in
practice.
